our overall approach.

“When the zooplankton begin moving
upward around sunset,” he says, “they’re
concentrated within afew feet of the bottom.
Because they’ re so thick (in one depth zone),
bluegills and other panfish species can feed
efficiently by just opening their mouthsand
swimming.”

After darknessfallsand zooplankton
continueto rise toward the surface, they're
not as concentrated, ‘ stringing out” liketraffic
onarural highway. At this point, Genz thinks,
black crappies can still feed efficiently on
them, having relatively larger mouthsthan
sunfish, but extremely finegill rakerssuitable
for the purpose.

“That explainswhy you catch crappies
through the night sometimes,” says Dave, “but
the bluegillsquit when it getsdark.”

Zooplankton aretiny animals.
Phytoplankton aretiny plants. Zooplankton eat
phytoplankton. “ Planktivorous” fish (panfish)
arethe major predators of zooplankton.

Theprevailing theory isthat, over ages of
time, zooplankton evolved strategiesto hide
from predators during daylight hours, thenrise
to feed on surface clusters of phytoplankton
under the cloak of darkness. Most
planktivorousfish are sight feeders, requiring
decent visihility for efficient eating.

So, the classic daily movements of
zooplankton are‘ vertical migrations' that

occur as darkness comes on in the evening
and again aslight levelsincrease toward
daybreak. As darkness descendsin the
winter—which happens about the time most of
us get off work—masses of zooplankton rise
from the bottom and begin arush hour moveto
the surface, wherethey will eat phytoplankton
during the night. Asit startsto get light toward
morning, the zooplankton head down to the
bottom again, to hide from the mean old
panfish.

Panfish, having their own evolutionary
talents, have figured out the schedule and
make their moveto eat when zooplankton
begin rising off bottomin the evening. (Again,
more like late afternoon in winter.) Panfish try
to avoid being eaten by pike, walleyesand
other mean old fish, so they lay low during
daylight hours, too. But when zooplankton rise
off bottom in massive numbers, whilethey are
still concentrated enough to give panfish gillsa
shot at raking in mouthfulsat atime, active
panfish feeding takes place.
